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The St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Russian History of the Rus-
sian Academy of Science developed from the Archaeographical Committee of
the Ministry of Public Education. The Committee was created in 1834 as a tem-
porary institution intended for the collecting, sorting, describing and publishing
of ancient acts found during the archaeographical expeditions which were led
throughout Russia by Academician P.M. Stroev (1829-34).

A permanent Archaeographical Committee was established in 1837 with the
primary purpose of periodically publishing sources from ancient times to 1700.
When the Committee Regulations of 1904 were published, the chronological
limits of the sources in the Committee were reported to extend to the first quar-
ter of the eighteenth century, inclusive.

On January 1, 1922, the Committee became part of the institutions of the
USSR Academy of Sciences and, in 1926, it was united with the Permanent
Historical Committee of the Academy of Sciences. It was named the Permanent
Historical and Archaeographical Committee. In 1931, the Committee was reor-
ganized into the Historical and Archaeographical Institute. Based on this insti-
tute and the Institute of Books, Documents and Letters of the Academy of Sci-
ences and the Leningrad Branch of the Institute of History of the Communist
Academy, which is attached to the Central Executive Committee of the USSR,
the Leningrad Branch of the Institute of History of the USSR Academy of Sci-
ences was formed in February 1936. In 1968 it became the Leningrad Branch
of the Institute of History of the USSR and now is the St. Petersburg Branch of
the Institute of Russian History of the Russian Academy of Sciences.

The Archives of the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Russian His-
tory originated from the collection of authentic documents which Stroev col-
lected and passed to the Archaeographic Committee in 1836. These documents
were mainly Tsars’ and Grand Dukes’ charters and legal documents from the
fifteenth to seventeenth centuries.

From the 1830's to the 1850’s, the manuscript fund of the Committee was
comprised of documents from the Archives of the Provincial and Gubernia gov-
ernments and other local institutions. The number of new files encorporated into
the fund during this time exceeded thirty-five thousand. Following this acquisi-
tion, archives arrived from various religious institutions: the Novgorod Sophia
Library, the Antoni-Siysk and Cyrill-Belosersk Monasteries, the Riazan and
Irkutsk Epareh, the House of the Bishop of Jaroslavl, and other institutions.
Purchases and private donations also contributed to the growth of the funds.
Members of the Archacographical Committee and research workers of the
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Academy of Sciences, including Academicians N.P. Likhachev, A.S. Lappo-
Danilevsky, V.0. Klyuchevsky, A.A. Shakhmatov, 8.B. Veselovsky and others,
found and gathered old manuscripts and documents for the Committee. By
1917, the manuscript section of the Archives of the Archaeographical Commit-
tee was comprised of eighty-five funds and collections.

Following the October Revolution, manuscript collections continued to ar-
rive from various institutions and individuals. Among these acquisitions were
such major collections as the funds of the Bolshoi and lver Monasteries of
Tikhvin, documents from the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries from
Arkhangelsk and Velikii Ustyug, and a large collection from N.P. Likhachev
which consisted of more than forty-thousand files. In all, during 1917-1956, the
Archives of the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Russian History ob-
tained one-hundred and forty-seven funds and collections. Thus, in the course of
aimost two centuries, the funds and collections of the Archives were constantly
replenished and now number almost two-hundred and fifty thousand entries. In
1958, a detailed directory for the Archives of the Leningrad Branch of the Insti-
tute of History was published.

The Archives consist of two sections, the Russian Section and the West Eu-
ropean Section. The Russian Section of the Archives has nearly two-hundred
thousand entries and reflects all aspects of the socio-economic, political, mili-
tary and cultural history of the Russian state over a period of seven centuries
(the thirteenth to the twentieth centuries). The majority of these manuscripts
date to the sixteenth, seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.

The Archives contain the original Charters and Ukases (Decrets) of many
Russian rulers such as the first “Sovereign of the whole of Rus” and his grand-
son lvan the Terrible, Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich the Quietest and his energetic
son, the first Russian emperor Peter I, Catherine 1, and Paul L. Also contained
within the Archives are the following: thousands of documents trom the collec-
tions of the associates of Peter I such as Prince Menshikov and Count
Sheremetev, the archives of entire dynasties of prominent statesmen and mili-
tary leaders such as the Rumiantsevs, the Vorontsovs, the Mordvinovs, the
Gorchakovs and the Potiomkins, various documents and reports from the battle
fields of the Patriotic War of 1812, orders issued by A.V. Suvorov, M.L
Kutuzov and P.1. Bagration, “promisory letters” by S. Razin, Ukases of E.
Pugachov, autographs of M. Lomonosov, letters by N. Karamzin, manuscripts
of V.N. Tatishchev and M.M. Speransky, “Thoughts” of K. Ryleev, and
“Projects” of A.N. Radishchev.

Funds from local institutions (local governments) comprise a large portion
of the sixteenth and seventeenth century documents in the Russian Section of
the Archives, These documents originated in voevoda, gubernia, and province
izbas (village offices), and in prikaz (departmental) chambers. The documents
also came from voevoda, gubernia and province offiees, all of which replaced
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izbas in the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. Court records are also con-
tained among these documents. The surviving documents in this section pertain
to one-hundred and eighty towns and centers of the Russian Empire. The North-
Western region - including the towns of Arkhangelsk, Beloozero, Vologda,
Kargopol, Novgorod, Olonets, Petersburg, Pskov, Tikhvin and others - is par-
ticularly well-represented in the Archives. The Volga region, including Astra-
khan, is also represented well. The large fund of Astrakhan, numbering fourteen
thousand files from the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, provides a detailed
history of this Russian outpost on the Lower Volga. There are several funds re-
lating to the Urals and Siberia, including such towns as Yecaterinburg, Perm,
Verkhoturie, Yeniseisk, Irkutsk, Nerchinsk, Tobolsk, Tyumen, and others. These
funds wonderfully portray the mode of life and interrelation of the yasak and
service people of Yakutia, yasak (a tribute paid in furs) collecting, and this re-
gion’s trade with China during the period of 1630-1744.

The Archives also contain large collections of original documents on the
history of Ukraine, deeds of purchase trom the fifteenth century, Polish
“universals” from the sixteenth century, the “Koshevoi” archives of
Zaporozhskaya Sech (Guild) from the seventeenth century, and acts of the Kiev
and Chernigov state offices from the eighteenth century.

The majority of the manuscripts of the Russian Section of the Archives
pertain to the history of the church. In the Archives, there are over one-hundred
and sixty monastery funds for the period of the fifteenth to the twentieth centu-
ries. These funds are invaluable because they are both comprehensive and well-
preserved. For example, one may use the funds to contrast the prosperity of the
large and wealthy Tikhvin monastery to the vegetative lifestyle of the small, lit-
tle-known Gabanov monastery of the Olonets uyezd (district). The Iberian
Valdai monastery, a powerful spiritual and economic center in the Northwest
that was founded by Patriarch Nikon in 1653, left a rich collection of monastery
books, charters, diplomas, and other official documents, numbering twenty-six
thousand entries. The fund of the Uspenski Tikhvin monastery is comprised
over nineteen thousand entries for the period from 1564 to 1918. Apart from
monastery and church funds, there are also funds of eight eparchies (bishop
houses). At the present, these, as well as other archival materials, are widely
studied and used by scholars, restorers, and clergymen.

The so called “Field Chancelleries” of two lamous associates of Peter I -
Prince A.D. Menshikov (over eight thousand three-hundred entries) and Count
B.P. Sheremetev (seventeen hundred entries) - are some of the most interesting
Archive funds which arrived from military institutions. The documents of these
funds powerfully portray the turbulent times of the Petrine reforms in Russia in
the first quarter of the eighteenth century, the activities of members of “the
nestlings from Peter's nest” during the Northern War and other wars that
occured during the building of St. Petersburg, and the construction of fortresses
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and tactories throughout Russia. They also contain voluminous correspondence,
both private and official, some of which is diplomatic.

The funds from scientific institutions comprise a special portion ot the Rus-
sian Section of the Archives. Distinguished among these funds are the follow-
ing: the funds of the metropolitans of the St. Petersburg and Moscow Universi-
ties, the Russian Historical Society (1866-1917), the Society of Russian History
and Antiquities (1826-1830), the Russian Genealogical Society (1890-1923) and
others. These documents are of great interest because of their vast amount of
seldom explored manifestations of the Russian scientific and cultural life which
rapidly developed in the ninetcenth and early twentieth centuries.

A considerable part of the Russian Section of the Archives consists of fam-
ily and personal funds and include two-hundred collections from the sixteenth to
the nineteenth centuries. All social strata of Russian society, trom the reigning
dynasty and nobility to peasants and meshchane (burghers), are represented.
Among these family and personal funds are the funds of Peter 1 and Catherine
11, the Demidovs, owners of mines and metallurgical works (1701-1880), and of
the Stroganov barons, who were peasants by birth (1504-1797). The fund of the
Kashkins, Kaluga landlords, represents a typical family archive of a provincial
noble family. This family includes such famous public figures as the
Decembrists, members of the Petrashevsky group, and senators. During four and
a half centuries, over two-thousand documents and four-thousand seven-hundred
and sixty letters were shelved in the archives of the Kashkins. Their fund was
little studied and contains valuable information about the life of the main ruling
estates of the Russian nobility of the pre-revolutionary countryside.

Some comparatively small family archives are unique. Among them are the
archives of the Riakhins, peasants from Arkhangelsk, the Zaikins, burghers
from Astrakhan, the Ikonopistsevs, small traders and posad people from
Nerckhta, the Reviakins, merchants from Berzhetsk, Shchepotkin, a merchant
from Moscow, and others. They provide an opportunity to study the life and ac-
tivity of the lower classes of Russian society. Since such family archives previ-
ously held little scientific significance, no other archives possess similar materi-
als for the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.

In the Russian Section of the Archives, there are one-hundred and twenty-
three collections, the largest of which is the unique collection of Academician
N.P. Likhachev. For his entire life, Likhachev collected documents, buying
manuscripts at auctions both from individuals and from second-hand booksellers
in Russia and abroad. His collection came under the authority of the Archaeo-
logical Institute and later was given to the Archaeological section of Leningrad
University. In 1925, the collection was encorporated into academic institutions
such as the Museum of Paleography and, in 1930, became part of the Institute
of Books, Documents and Letters, the manuscript collections of which later be-



came part of the Archives of the Leningrad Branch of the Institute of History.
The Russian part of the collection numbers twelve-thousand three-hundred and
forty entries, including over seven-hundred manuscript books. One-hundred and
twenty-two books are examples of ancient Russian book art from the thirteenth
to sixteenth centuries which are written on both parchment and paper. The con-
tent of the collection is extremely diverse. Special mention should be made of
some of the books of this collection such as: the Russian chronicles, Stepenniye
and Razriadniye books, historical stories, the Codes of Law and Ordinance of
1649 from Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich, Hagiographies, and historical and geo-
graphic manuscripts from Russian medieval scholars. Among the ecclesiastical
and theological works of the Russian Section of the Archives, special attention
should be paid to an ancient manuscript written on paper, “Pandects of Nicon
Chernogorets”. The manuscript dates to the fourteenth century and is signed by
the Bulgarian Patriarch Feodosy 1. N.P. Likhachev considered the semi-ustay, in
which this folio was written, to be the most beautiful of manuscripts, and he de-
voted a special paper to it. Many books of Likhachev's collection are decorated
with wonderful miniatures which may definitely be considered works of art.

Charters, diplomas and other official documents of Likhachev’s collection
number over eleven-thousand entries. They are divided into several dozen
smaller collections and funds, among which are a collection of ancient charters,
a collection of patents and diplomas, and ennobling letters patents. The collec-
tion of autographs of prominent people, which numbers one-thousand two-hun-
dred and fifty-two autographs, is of special interest. The autographs vary in
composition. Some autographs are only a signature, as those of Lomonosov,
Bagration or Menshikov (no papers written by the prince himself have been dis-
covered). Other autographs are original literary works which are hand-written
by such authors as Akhmatova, Ryleev, Tyutchev and Chekhov. Also among
thiese autographs are personal notes or letters written by Nekrasov, Turgeneyv,
Pushkin, Levitan, Vereshchagin, Herzen, Klyuchevsky, and Karamzin. Rare
documents of a number of foreign scientists, such as Schlozer, Bernulli, Euler
and others who worked in Russia in the eighteenth century and found here their
second homeland, are included among the autographs.

The West European section of the Archives contains official documents,
autographs, and letters of great people from England, France, Germany, Italy.
Spain and other countries. These materials are of great scientific, cultural and
often artisite significance and can be compared to an outstanding old Russian
depositary known as the Manuscript Section of the Russian National Library
(former state Public Library named after M.E. Saltykov-Shchedrin). The materi-
als of the West European section cover the period from the sixteenth to the
twentieth centuries and represent various types of written sources. Most of these
documents (nearly eighty funds and over twenty-four Thousand entries) were ac-
quired by the Archives as part of the collection of the famous scholar and col-

fector N.P. Likhachev. In many respects, the collection of Likhachev is unique,
cach document rich in content. These documents are valued for their age, their
portrayal of historical events and persons, their unique legal and diplomatic
characteristics, and especially for their historical content. While collecting and
selecting materials tor his collection, N.P. Likhachev approached his task in a
scientific manner. According to N.P. Likhachev, his main goal was “to portray
Russian diplomacy and illuminate, through the unpublished materials of my col-
lection, its relationship to Western Europe” and further, “to study the influence
of prototypes and foreign tastes upon national monuments, to provide Russian
scholars with independent materials for their studies, and to avoid the sole use
of foreign albums (for the research of Russian historical events)”.

A copy of three poems by Catullus which dates to the sixth century is the
oldest document in the West European section of the Archives. This document
is two centuries older than a copy which, until recently, was considered to be
the oldest copy of scientific literature from the West.

The majority of documents in the West European section pertain to the his-
tory of Italy, numbering over ten-thousand entries. The oldest Italian document
dates to 907, while the most recent document dates to 1911, The first portion of
these materials is comprised of letters of political figures and military leaders
from the fifteenth to nineteenth centuries. These materials also contain a variety
of letters, and all of the archives of well-known Italian families such as the
d'Estes, the Gonzagas, the Viscontis, Medicis, the Piccolominis, and the
Storzas. In the letters and papers of Cardinal Jovanni Morone, V.I. Rutenburg
discovered important information on the rebellion in Genoa during 1575-77.
With this information, Rutenburg supplemented existing knowledge of the rebel-
lion and ciarified the events of the uprising. The collection contains one-hun-
dred and twenty=six letters and autographs of Italian humanist writers, scientists,
and artists. Letters by Lorenzo Valla to J. Aretino, a drawing and a note by
Michelangelo, the autograph ol Torquato Tasso and other documents from
1445-191 1 are also contained in the collection,

Official documents comprise the second important section of Italian writ-
ings. The first portion of these documents is a large collection of materials,
No.4, about the history of ltalian cities and provinces, including .acts of over
fifty Italian cities. This portion contains two-thousand five-hundred and ninety-
six entries for the period from 907 to 1857. E, Skrzhinskaya called one of them,
Ageltruda’s donation of 907, the oldest private act in Italy and, perhaps, in Eu-
rope. This collection is of particular value because it contains a large number of
acts concerning important Italian cities and prominent Italian families. The acts
of Paduy, pertaining to the Carrara family, the rulers ol Padua and the acts of
Ferrara, relating 1o the family of the Counts Sacrati, close acquaintances of the
Signors d’Este, are both included within this collection. Because of their com-
prehensiveness, the acts of Cremona, contained in fund No. 4, are a remarkable
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collection of public and private legal acts of the Cremona episcopacy and date
from the tenth to the sixteenth centuries. In terms of their quantity, age and sig-
nificance, they can be compared with a collection of similar documents in
Cremona. Among the acts of Florence and Toscana, two acts of the tamous
Matilda of Toscana, which date from 110 to 1115, should be noted. The Ar-
chives also contain one-thousand six-hundred and eighty-nine Venetian docu-
ments from 188 to 1785 A collection of Venetian documents from [188 to
1785 are also in this section of Italian documents.. The Venetian documents are
comprised of acts from various state institutions of Venice, acts of doges (the
elected chief magistrate of Venice), and printed documents from the sixteenth to
the nineteenth centuries. Documents of the Uzzano Trading Company, dating
from 1363 to 1570, are also in this section. With these documents, V.L
Rutenburg supplemented our knowledge of the development of banking business
and trading companies during the said period. In particular, Rutenburg showed
that debit and credit record books were invented in Florence, not Siena. With
this discovery, Rutenburg proved that these books were used a half century ear-
lier than Italian scholars previously believed.

The collection of manuscript books of the West European section is com-
paratively small, but contains rare and extremely valuable manuscripts and frag-
ments of parchment codices from various European countries. The manuscript
books are comprised of liturgy texts, tiny collections of psalms, and huge
antiphonaries from the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries which are written on
parchment and contain miniatures. Also among the books are works by Aristotle
and Seneca, culinary recipes of Caelius Apicius (copies of the fourteenth and
fifteenth centuries), medical notes, and albums, such as the album of engravings
from the French Revolution. Among these documents are sheets of parchment
codices, the oldest manuscripts of the Archives. These manuscripts contain po-
ems by Catullus and pages of the Seventh Century Gospel from the scriptorium
of Corbi. The Archives acquired South-Slavic manuscripts from the collection
of the Russian Archaeological Institute in Constantinople. Greek manuscripts
are also in the collection of manuscript books.

After Italy, France and Germany are the most well-represented countries of
the West European section. Materials from France and Germany may be divided
into letters and acts. Judicial and financial documents, acts of feudal bondage,
leases, land sales, purchases, and grants acts dating from the eleventh to nine-
teenth centuries can be found among the nine-hundred and eighty-five French
royal and private acts in the French and German collection. Louis VILI, Philip
1V, Francois I, Charles IX, and Henri IV are only a few of the well-known
French monarchs associated with the various royal documents of this collection.
In collection No. 9, there are numerous letters and autographs of several out-
standing French figures. These figures were often kings, politicians and clergy-
men. Political, diplomatic, military, economic and private correspondence from
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Jean de Foi, written in 1427, are also in this collection. This correspondence
certifies that a note from Napolean Bonaparte, written in 1813, permitted de Foi
to receive money for the construction of fortifications in Langedock and Bern.
Collection No. 10 contains correspondence from Cardinal Richelieu. Letters of
French scientists and writers of the seventeenth to nineteenth centuries comprise
collection No.l1. This collection boasts a plethora of great names such as
Helvetius, Chateaubriand, Perrault, Rousseau, Hugo, George Sand, and Dumas.
Fund No. 8 contains the correspondence and works of G. Romm, a well known
French scientist and revolutionary, who, from 1779 to 1786, lived in Russia as
the ttor to Count Paul Szmgungv.

The German collection contains the oldest known German acts. The acts
vary from twelfth century copies of diplomas of Karl the Fat, originally written
in 880 and 885, to the original diploma of Emperor Guido which dates to 891.
One of the most interesting documents of the Archives, the original diploma of
Emperor Otto 1 which dates to 969, is also part of this collection. The diploma
grants a special priviledge, the right to be solely within the jurisdiction of the
Emperor, to Otto’s Italian subject Ingon. Such a right was rarely granted during
the nineth through the eleventh centuries. Charters of bishops and archbishops,
such as the 1027 deed of the Archbishop of Cologne, Pelegrinus, deeds of mu-
nicipal councils (the municipal councils of Bremen from 1306 and Lubeck from
1318), and deeds of feudal sovereigns are also represented in the German col-
lection of the Archives. The final group of documents contains numerous fif-
teenth to eighteenth centuries illuminated parchments which recount the confer-
ring of nobility on various people and also portray their coats of arms. The col-
fections’ comparatively small groups of documents from the fourteenth to eight-
eenth centuries provide a vivid portrayal of political, economic, cultural, and
private life at the courts of the German sovereigns Anhalt, Baden,
Braunschweig, Hessen, Wurttemberg, Pomerania, Prussia, Saxonia, Silesia and
others. The collection also contains a variety of German letters. Collection No.
26 contains the letters of political and military leaders from 1402 to 1756.
Archbishop and bishops’ letters from 1498 to 1846 are represented in Collection
No. 27. Within Collection No. 28, there are letters of scientists and writers
which from 1505 to 1897. Several of these documents are the original auto-
graphs of a vast array of brilliant historical personalities from Germany such as
Luther, Leibniz, Humboldt, Kant, Niebuhr, Grotefend, Klopstock, Wieland,
Goethe, Heine, Blucher and several others.

Another substantial and important subsection of the West-European section
contains materials on the history of the papacy and the Catholic church. Collec-
tion No. 41 contains over two-thousand documents from the office of the Pope
and date from 1110 to 1914, The main body of this collection consists of over
five-hundred Papal bulls, beginning with the bull of Pope Paschal Il. Other col-
lections in the West European section also contain bulls. The bull of Leo IX
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from 933 is the earliest bull in this subsection (Collection No.4). The collection
of Papal bulls in the West European section of the Archives is said to be one of
the largest in the world, third only to those of the Vatican and the British Mu-
seum.

The collection of documents in the Archives on the history of England,
though not numerous, are unique. (N.P. Likhachev believed that such ancient
English documents were rare even in England itself). Among these documents
are the act of William the Conqueror of 1087, and letters and autographs of
Mary Stuart, Oliver Cromwell, Jsaak Newton and Charles Dickens.

The West European section also contains valuable Spanish documents and a
variety of materials on the history of Portugal, Flanders and the Netherlands,
Scandinavian countries, Austria, Greece, Czechia, Poland, south Slavic coun-
tries, India, Mexico and the United States.

Thus far, the extremely valuable documents of the West European section |

of the Archives have been little investigated. Because these documents are
known (o have several distinctive features, one may assume that further investi-
gation of these files will reveal a plethora of treasures.

The unique collections of the Archives of the St. Petersburg Branch of the
Institute of Russian History are a valuable source for research in Russian and
World history. Russian and foreign historians, philologists, paleographers and
art critics often use these archives for their studies and for their historical publi-
cations. Students, post-graduates and lecturers in the humanities frequently use
the Archives for research purposes. The Archives are also a valuable source of
information for architects, builders and artists who may use the documents for
museum exhibitions or to assist in the proper restoration of churches, monaster-
ics, architectural monuments, and other structuressof cultural and historical sig-
nificance,

Due to the richness, diversity, and age of the documents and materials in its
funds and collections, the Archives of the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute

of Russian History of the Russian Academy of Sciences is one of the major ar-

chives of Russia, The manuscript treasures of the Archives attest to the integral
role played by the Archives in the study of Russian and World history and cul-
ture.
